Dear Sirs:

I have been requested to issue an opinion concerning potential liability of the
County related to the operation of the St. Marys Municipal Landfill located in Noble
Township. As everyone knows, the Landfill is the object of an agreement between the
City and the County which was dealt with over the past several years by the court
system. Be that as it may, however, the Landfill is the property of the City of
St. Marys and the City of St. Marys is ultimately responsible for any general liability
associated with owning and operating a closed Landfill for those activities not
specifically ordered by the court as related to the County obligation.

Under the terms of the agreement, Auglaize County is responsible solely for the
continuing environmental monitoring efforts. The City, however, has always understood
that if problems are found at the Landfill, it is the City’s responsibility to work with Ohio
EPA and to provide for necessary physical remediation and corrective measures. Such
measures as the implementation of enclosed caps, cut off walls, leachate or gas
collection system installation and operation are not the responsibility of Auglaize
County.
